Sermon Outline Notes: John 2:1-11 Water into Wine

Introduction

For the next several weeks we are going to study passages from

John'’s Gospel. John'’s Gospel is quite selective in the biographical
material used (see 20: 30-31; 21: 25). For instance John describes only
seven miracles which are actually called signs.

Signs/Miracles
e John has these seven signs with a purpose— they are not just
wonders to amaze us; they are dramatic presentations of spiritual
truth—they are meant to direct our attention to the person of
Jesus. They are meant to reveal to us the glory of Jesus.

Jesus as the master of a domestic crisis
¢ Jesusand his disciples attend a wedding celebration—probably the
wedding of a relative.
¢ The wine runs out! This would have been a serious matter.
e Jesusrevealed his glory by producing 120 gallons of wine.

Jesus the King of creation, verse 8

We have Jesus emulating God’s creative power. One writer has
written ‘Insipid water recognised her creator and blushed’. This is a
‘sign’ -this is the one through whom all things were made.

Jesus the bringer of new wine, verses 9—10
e In his gospel John never records unnecessary details. Therefore
we need to notice details that we might be tempted to glance over.
e There are several puzzling features :-
(i) Odd comment by Jesus- ‘Woman why get me involved. My
time has not yet come’.
(ii) thereis mention of 6 pots
(iii) Command to fill the pots to the brim
(iv) the wine produced is the ‘best wine’
All these puzzling features have a deeper meaning. John in these
features is drawing a contrast between the Old Covenant religion of
Israel and the good news of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

Think about that
question and if possible in your group do a study on the word.
